Listening Comprehension

Instructions for Administration

In this component, the administrator reads out aloud to 

the child, the paragraph indicated for his grade. The child 

is then required to orally answer questions based on that passage.

Begin with the paragraph indicated for the child's grade. 

Ordinarily a child should be able to answer all questions of 

the complex paragraph of his level. If two or more questions 

are missed, use a paragraph of a lower level. Estimate his 

listening comprehension as being on the level where not more 

than one question is missed.

Expected Levels and Paragraphs to be Read

Scoring: Give a score of one for each question answered

correctly. Give a score of zero for incorrect answer. The 

basis of the scores each level hawrbeen assigned the following 

scores.

If a child answers questions of the complex level para­

graph, add to his score the score of the simple paragraph of 

his level also. On the basis of the score the levels are 

determined as given below:

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Word Recognition, Analysis arid Visual Memory of Words 

Instruction for Administration

1. Show each child, the card with a word written on it, for 

just one glance. Ask him to point out to the word from 

a set of three words. If he gives a correct response 

mark a ( _J ) under visual memory of words.

2. If the child fails on the test of 'visual memory of 

words’ show the card to the child again. This time let 

him study and pronounce the word. Record under 'Analysis' 

a ( _J ) for each correct response and make a phonetic 

record of mispronunciations, if any. If the child can­

not solve the word, .or if he gives an incorrect pronoun- 

ciation, pronounce the word for him before going on. If 

the child corrects a wrong pronunciation by himself, 

allow his final result to stand.

3. Continue through the test until seven successive errors 

are obtained or until all the words are completed.

4. .If seven successive errors are established on the test

of 'visual memory of words', but not on the pronunciat­

ion test, give the'next higher test as a pronunciation 

test only.

Scoring

Give a score of two for a correct response under the 

test of visual memory of words and a score of zero for an 

• incorrect one.

Give a score of one for correct response under 'Analysis' 

and zero for incorrect response.

Oral Reading

Instructions for Administration

Which paragraphs shall the child read? Two paragraphs 

for each standard i.e. first to third are given. The two 

paragraphs for each standard comprise of one simple and one 

complex passage for that standard.

The passages increase in complexity in terms of number 

of ideas conveyed, length of passages and complexity of words 

and sentences. - The questions too increase in number/complexity, 

dealing with vocabulary, word meaning, inferential and cause 

effective relationships in later passages.

Start the child on the complex passage for that standard.

If the child makes two or more errors in the beginning para­

graphs (except repetition errors), have him read the procee­

ding paragraphs. This will establish the 'basal paragraph'.

A child who can read the complex paragraph for his 

standard, should be asked to read the simple paragraph of the 

next standard. Continue with complex passages until two or 

more errors are committed. This will establish the 'upper 

level'.

Following are the beginning (complex) paragraphs to 

be read:

Baragraph : 2 4 6

Record of responses and errors

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Number of questions answered correctly.

a. Circle around omitted words or parts of words.

d. If errors are too rapid to make a recording, draw 

a line through words that are mispronounced.

e. Put an X through commas and periods which are 

ignored by the child.

f. Put a _J above words on which a child hesitates.

g. Circle around the words/letters repeated.

h. Record phonetically all mispronunciations.

Scoring

Score one for each question answered correctly, and , 

zero for, incorrect answer.

If a child.reads the complex level paragraph, add to his 

score the scores of the simple paragraph of his level also.

For example, if a child of II standard reads paragraph 4 which 

is the complex paragraphs of his level, by answering all the 

questions correctly, his total score would be 6 (as six ques­

tions of complex paragraph) + 5 questions of simple paragraph 

of his level (i.e. paragraph number 3).

Which paragraphs shall the child read? Two paragraphs 

for each standard, i.e. first, second, and third are given.

The two paragraphs for each standard comprise of one simple 

and one complex passage for that standard. Complexity is in 

terms of number of ideas conveyed, length of passages, and 

complexity of words and questions.

Start the child on the complex passage for that standard. 

When the child has finished reading, record the time required 

at the top of the paragraph. Say 'tell me everything that you 

can remember of that story.

Those ideas that a child cannot recall, ask questions 

specifically about them. If a child gives more than two 

incorrect responses have, him read the preceeding paragraph. 

This will establish his basal paragraph.

A child who can read the complex paragraph for his

standard, should be asked to x-ead the simple paragraph of

the next standard. Continue with complex passages until 

two or more responses are incorrect. This will establish 

the upper level.
