BARODA — BEAUTIFUL

Baroda is a premicr southern city of Gujarat State, situated on
the river Vishwamitri that takes ifs rise from Pavagadh Hills. The
ancient town of Baroda was once called “Chandravati’’ after its ruler Raja
Chandran then to “Viravati”, “the abode of warriors” and to “Vadpatra”
the leaf of Vad Tree (Banyan trees). The oldest traceable human habitation
was in Akota Village to the west of this city. The city was successively
ruled by the rulers of the Hindu, Pathan, Sultan and Moghuls. It has
parks, palaces, domes and a residential University,

In 1732, Baroda came in hands of Gackwars and  (lourished
steadily from 1734 to 1749. Its progress was well known in social
cultural and economic fields, with the accession of Maharaja  Sayajirao III
of Gackwar family in 1875. Ile made Baroda a modern city with wide
asphalt roads, excellent gardens, open grounds, Museum and Zoo; places
of modern amenitics, under-ground drainage and rapid gravity filtration
plant for water purification. City has a central lake ‘Sursagar’, Town Hall,
Court Building, Toy Railway, Municipal Primary School Buildings
and Khanderao Market. Sayajirao’s successor Maharaja Pratapsingh gave a
Residential University that has opened new pioneer branches of learning
colleges—social science, home-science Poly technic institute, Archaclo-
logical and oriental research institute, music and’ dance college besides
usual facilitics of medicine, arts science and enginecring.

With Independence, it has attracted Industrialists.  Small seale
industries above 225 have cropped up.  Spectacles making, stoves,
Sankheda wooden works etc. are now famous. Baroda is a Home of
Pharmaceutical Industries in particular, having Alembic, Squibb Sara and
Suhrid Geigy factories. Textile and woolen mills, Jyoti Limited and Glass
factory are other attractive industries. New Industrial block, Chandan
metal works, Electric Cable & Cycle factories are being added. Bull
dozers factory has also hegun. Flying club has added new colour in
learning air course. New iustitutions like Natural Oil & Gas Laboratory,
Industrial Institute, Dairy and Public health Institute to make sera and
Vaccines are coming up shortiy.

Thus, ours is a growing city well Centered on Western Railway,
to link Gujarat with Central India, the Gangetic Valley in North East and
Rajputana & Punjab in the North. It has a strategic Railway position
leading to Ahmedabad, Bombay & Delhi. “See Bareda and live” may well
be the slogan of the Tourist to reach him to the spots of delight like
Nimeta (filter heds), Ajwa lake, Dabka, Padra, Dabhoi, Pavagadh, Chhota

Udaipur and rivers Mahi & Narmada via Chandod.,
